WOUND FROM TOY PISTOL
ON JULY 4 CAUSES
DEATH OF

Tetanus, resulting from a pow-

der burn received July 4 from a
shot in the left hand from 3 toy
pistol, ¢aused the death of John
Miller, 10, son of Mrs, Belle Mil-
ler 417 TFront street, Saturday
evening.,

The lad was the son of Mrs.
Hugh Miller, who has resided in
the Front street home since Nov-
ember. ‘The family moved here
from Peoria, Illinois, after the
death of the father. Mrs. Miller
is the daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
B. F. \Iohr, who have spent their

summers in the Front street home

in Buchanan for several years.
Mr, Mohr is connected with the
Ilinois steel corparation.

The pistol that caused the death -

of the boy was purchased by the
father 2 year ago but it failed to

arrive for the celebration and so{

was kept for Independence day of
this year. At the time of the ac-
cxden’c the lad was taken to a phy-
sician who cauterized the wound
and gave him anti-tetanus serum,
No symptoms of the disease ap-
peared until Friday, when the boy
Was taken at once to Clark hospi-
tal. He died there Saturday night.

The body was taken to Peoria
for burial beside his father by the
boy’s mother and grandmother, A.
brother and sister, Hugh, 12 and
Mercy Ann, 5, survive.
