It contains, mnot only the
newest books by contemporary
authors, but more important, has
a great many very valuable books.
Several first editions ave included
in the collection, being gifts from
readers. That this place was a
great cultural center in pioneer
days is certain, from the large
number of rare and valuable
books that come as gifts +o the
public shelves.

‘Several first edifions of both
English and American authors are
in the collection. The library
is especially 71ich in reference
work for the historical student,
the high school students of Bu_
chanan having rare opportunity to
study history from early editions.
Early edltlons of Palkman Hume,
Hook and other historians are to
be found on the shelves. ‘Early
and very valuable editions of
Washineton Irving. George Eliot,
Henry James and Longfellow are’
also among the books.

Fiction, considered 1in early
days, to be of less repute than
it istoday, was not to be found at
first in the library. It was not
until 1890 that hghtel ?rea'din';.,
was added.
