Well, for one thing, more ritual,
according: to & round {able of
young collegiates wlia took over
the program at the Methodist
Church for a Town and Gown
service Sunday evening.

This is especially true of the
women students, -according to
Miss Dorothy Ciark of the Wag-
ner District, who spoke for her
feminine fellow studenis. At the
dovmitory at which Miss Clark
roomed at Michigan State college,
there were thirty Protestant
young women Students. Of this
number a balf dozen regularly
frequented Catholic churches to
-satisfy their craving for ritual,
The Protestant churches _should
include more of the ritualistic to
. hold this element, and to satisfy
many others who desired the same
feature but who have not seen fit
to kick over the traces to secure
it.

A¥hether the feminine miind
craves the color and béauty of
the ritualistic service, or whether
they find it easier to grasp a
religion expressed in terms of
symbols, was not fully bhrought
out by Miss Clark.

Her point was echoed, however,
by a representative of College
men, Lyle Chubb, who has just
completed his freshman year at
the University of Michigan. )

Taking as his “text” Emerson's
words, “When half-gods go, the
Gods arrive,” he characterized as
half-gods three influences in- the
church: fear of <damnation, the
tendency to overemphasize formal
creeds, and mediocrity of thought.

“The college man no longer
fears damnation by a jealous God;
furthermore, he has studied other
religions and koows the good
points of each; so that when he
elects to become a Christian, he
does so under no compulsion, and
therefore far more sincerely,” he
said. ‘“‘Creeds seem to the college
man quite as helpful as the
hypotheses of science; but he de-
mands that they be egually plastic.
An example of a modern creed is
the passage in Edna St. Vincent's
“Renaissance.”

“The world stands out on either
side

No wider than the hedrt is wide;

Above the world is stretched the
sky,

No higher than the soul is high.

The heart can push the seéa and
land

Farther away on either hand;

The soul can split the sky in two,

And let the face of God shine
through.

But East and West will pinch the
heart

That eannot keep them pushed
apart; )

And he whose soul is flat—the sky
Will cave in on him by and by.™
“Oftentimes,” he said, “we try
to make our religion cold and in-
tellectual to conform with what
we think is the modern spirit of
' shepticism. But the college man
- will demand just the opposite: his
religion must be vital, colorful, a
spiritual .adventure.” The speaker
prophesied a revival of mysticism
in the church, defining a mystic
as one "'in touch with the fountain-
head of spiritunal vitality, who sees
immanent in
" everything, and transcending all

His :aanifestations.”
