W hen the two men con­
fronted each other, Toyne was 
able to show to R ead's satisfaction  
th a t the alleged 3 feet difference in 
the san ita ry  sew er outlet arose 
from  the fac t th a t R ead  had 
looked a t  the w rong figures on the 
blue print.

Tlie only actual difference be­
tw een the blue p rin t and the 
stakes w as a t  the junction a t  the 
co iner of Third and Portage, 
where a  variation of fou r inches is 
doubtless due to fills m ade in 
the s tre e t since the blue p rin t was 
made.

In  one place i t  w as found th a t 
Read had failed to dig to  the level 
designated by both stakes and blue 
print. Inasm uch as no dam ages 
are  likely to ensue from  the 
shallow er depth, no objection w as 
entered.

Consternation filled the m inds of the m ag istra tes in Philippi the 

m orning a fte r  the ja il delivery, when Paul and Silas w ere released by 
a  m iracle a t  the m idnight hour. These ru le rs  sen t sergean ts to in- 
tru c t the ja ile r to release these prisoners. Then P au l stood on the 
dignity  th a t w as righ tly  Iris. He insisted th a t these cltief m en come in 
person and acquit him  fo r they had already done g re a t violence to 
their own law  by  heating  a  Roman eitizen who, as yet, had no t had a 
trial. Then the m ag istra tes came w ith g rea t fe a r  and humbly asked 
P au l's  pardon as they  invited him  to carry  on his mission of preaching 
the Gospel elsewhere. ^

In  ra th e r  easy stages, of about th ir ty  m iles each, P au l w ent to 
Amphipolois, Appolonia and Thessalonica, the m odern Salonica where 
num erous events took place during* the repent W orld W ar. There 
the custom w as followed of beginning w ork in the Jew ish synagogue, 
and. he addressed audiences on three successive S ab b a th s. declaring 
the dea th  and  resurrection  of Jesus C hrist “whom I-proclaim  unto 
you.” M any devout Greeks and no t a. few  cltief women believed. Then 
the Jew s w ere aroused w ith  jealousy le s t their hold on the ir own com­
m unity  be lessened. They gathered  ''certa in  vile feliow s of the rabble” 
and  soon bad jrienty of trouble s ta rted  by those who loved to  have p a rt 
in  a  fight. These fellows rushed to the house Of Jason  w here P au l had. 
lodged, intending jo: d rag  h im  out fo r  very rough  handling. Paul, 
however, Was no t there a t  the tim e so they  la id  hold on Jason to make 
him  the object of the ir rage. A. m ost high com plim ent w as'pa id  to  the 
evangelists when the m a tte r w as presented to th e  ru lers. I t  w as de­
clared: “These th a t have turned the w orld upside down are come hither 
also” and Jason w as their host. The best th a t they could do w as to 
bind Jason over to kee:) the peace, and court w as closed.

Pau l wa's no sooner Weil sta rted  in successful w ork 'than he bad 
to move on. The bre th ren  now advised Paul and Silas to leave even 
th a t n ig h t for Beroea, about forty-seven miles fu rther- on. The story 
is som ew hat different in  this new preaching station. The Beroeans 
had a  mind to lea rn  if there w as more of tru th  th an  they  possessed. 
So they firs t listened to Petri and then turned to the ir Scriptures, our 
Old T estam ent, and exam ined the. .various prophecies concerning- the 
coming of the  M essiah th a t Paul indicated. A fter th e  m ost exact re­
search  th ey  found th a t in  Jesus, C hrist every reference -was. perfectly  
fulfilled. “Many, of them  therefore  believed;; also; o f th e  Greek; women 
o f  honorable estate, .and of men, riot a  few.” This w ord Bcroean has 
come to mean those Who are  careful Bible students and is fam iliar, 
esxtecially in the lite ra tu re  of the M ethodist Episcopal Church.

I t  w as not. Song' before those who had stirred  up trouble fo r Paul 
in  Thessalonica cam e to Berriea and s ta rted  another round of strife, 
ju s t by w ay of jealousy.

time. Tlieix cante along in  1926 the 
reorganization of the la rgest 
source of employment in Ute state, 
th a t of the F o rd  company, the 
p reparation  fo r a  revolution in  the 
m anufacture of its  product nec­
essitating  the shu tting  down of 
m any departm ents to a large ex ­
tent, ancf th e  reduction  of Ute 
force employed w as som ething 
like one-third o f its  maximum 
number.

The sam e situation obtained to  a  
g rea te r o r lesser degree w ith the 
industries th a t go w ith  m otor car 
production, w ith  a  resu lt th a t  fo r 
a  considerable period, M ichigan in­
dustries, while employing a  lo t o f 
people, did no t have the nam e of 
being highly productive from  the 
standpoint of individual incomes.

The pendulum  has been sw ing­
ing backw ard now fo r qu it a  num ­
ber of m onths, a t  least ten. L ast 
fall, tho prospective offering o f  
new models of m otor cars,land  tlie 
re tu rn  of the Ford  in dustry  to 
large production began to re ­
employ men, and the  situation  h a s

A s is unusual w ith  such m ove­
m ents, they go fa r th e r  th a n  they 
a re  expected to go, and alm ost 
w ithou t notice, w e find th a t  Michi­
gan  em ploym ent has reached a  
new peak. F o r  instance, the assoc- 
ciated industries, w hich rep o rt to  
the D etroit Em ployers’ Associa­
tion, show for the w eek of A ugust 
7, 278,000 employed, w hich w as a  
gain of 15.000 over the previous 
month, and 70,000 over th e  cor­
responding week of 1027. This 
figure of employment does n o t in­
clude the aggregate  of the Ford 
industry  and th a t of lesser effb 
ployers who do no t report to the 
association, b u t a re  considered to 
be a  to ta l in employment of fifty  
per cent additional to the number! 
reported. F igured on th is basis., 
the employment in D etro it fo r  the’ 
week ending A ugust f ,  would in­
dicate th a t p ractically  420,0(k) 
employees, m en and women, are. 
w orking in establishm ents of in­
dustria l production.

In  addition to  this, an  industrial, 
city such as D etro it supports ap!» 
proxim ately twenty-five per cent* 
of o ther industria l employees; 'in' 
its  stores, offices, and those classes^ 
of business which are  generally , 
described as servicing the indus^ 
tries, so th a t approxim ately 525JJ 
000 people m ay  be considered as, 
being employed a t  this tim e m  the. 
m etropolis of the s ta te . -■»-

N or has the increase in employ-' 
m ent been confined to  the leading* 
city. W e are  advised th a t F lin t i s  
running a t  top notch, w ith  the* 
prospect of adding some thousands* 
a t  the end of the year. Pontiac„ 
is w orking fu ll time, and co n tra c ts . 
a re  out fo r facilities requ iring  ad ­
ditional m ore people. L ansing has_ 
returned to full tune employment,” 
and, joining w ith Jackson and  De-.. 
troit, makes a  trio  which a t  this 
m om ent h a s  m ore rem unera ted  
employees than they have evgf 
had in  the ir h isto ry . ..

These figures indicate th a t the 
em ploym ent dem ands in  these  
cities have not only caught up witJL 
their early  requirem ents, b u t th a t 
they  a re  now building up to new 
levels.

us. F our rooms on the f i rs t  floor, 
to u r on the second. The entire 
second floor w as occupied by the 
H igh school grades, from  the 
n in th  g rade through the  tw elfth, 
and  even a t  th a t tim e i t  w as a  
H igh school th a t  w as on  the U ni­
versity  lis t. We received good 
tra in ing  and w ere able to pass on 
into th e  colleges from  it  w ithout 
exam ination. In  the basem ent of 
the old building, w as th e  heating  
p lan t and the two fro n t rooms 
w ere "dining room s” fo r the 
country  pupils who carried  their 
dinners, and i t  w as down there 
th a t Prof. A ieshire gave me a  
w onderful flogging, once, too. Mr, 
H am  w as ja n ito r  and lived w ith 
his good w ife in the  rear. There 
w as a  big- long wood shed a t  the 
re a r  of the building, w ith  a  sm all 
ca r th a t ran  on a  wooden track ,
