Railway grade crossings are inereasing in
number each year. During the yedr 1927 on
the railways of this couatry there were 440
crade crossings eliminated bhut there we
a022 new uxade crossings established.

‘nation ivhen 1928 dswm.d and thc numbper

has been ingreased, since that time.
The new grade crossings are established
needlessly many times, so railway officials

claim. Highway engineers are aided in
forcing new crossings by the public that
seeks a shorter road, a rmore convenient ave-

nue of travel. The} scout the danger of the
erossings at such times but shout aloud the
danders after a serious aceident has oeccur-
red. Railway officials insist most highway
improvements should tend to reduce the
numbper of grade crossings, but the record
-in all the larf-re states sLows the apposite
. result.
