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" Why Raise Wheat
The farm board continues to urge Ameri­

can farmers to curtail their wheat acreage 
but; on the whole with little result. The av­
erage cut at 'present in winter wheat may be 
2 per cent and in spring wheat 4 or 5 per 
cent. Chairman Leggc insists it should be 
several times* that much.

A  notable departure has been made in the 
great belt of Minnesota and the adjacent 
areas of northern Michigan. Montana and the 
Dakotas. According to tire farm editor of 
the Minneapolis Tribune, organised effort 
there, wisely financed, is turning millions of 
acres from wheat to live stock. But this 
progress is offset by increased wheat acre­
ages ir. southwestern states, especially Kan­
sas anc. Oklahoma,

It isjiard to understand the situation, at a 
time vrron American wheat-growers arc 
having-, so much trouble with their surplus 
crops and competition from Canada and 
Russia""grows steadily stronger. Many a 
disinterested observer wonders why the av­
erage farmer still seems to think he must 
make wheat his main crop. The importance 
of wheat, economically, is curiously over­
estimated in the United States. As anyone 
can see from statistical reports, it is less 
important nationally than com, live stock, 
hay, cotton and some other products.

-If present plans are carried out, 1931 will 

be the banner road-construction year* in the 
history of Illinois. The amount of funds 
available for road building has not yet been 
determined but it will be considerably in ex­
cess of any previous year. There will be an 
increase both in state license fees and gaso­
line tax over previous years and an emer­
gency fund of $3,400,000 has recently been 
appropriated by the federal government. The 
fi?st bids of the year for road work m il he 
received at Springfield.

with most of the world. It is not so bad as 
the famous “Spanish influenza" of war days, 
but bad enough.
