NRA REPORTED
IN LARGE CITIES

Check Up Reemployment Sta-
tistics Reveals Thousands
Back on Jobs in
Work Centers

Cross-section reports to NRA
headquarters in Washington reveal
the extent to which thae Blue Eagle
drive is actually putting men aund
women back to work., Incomplete
reports from state and regional
committeey show that considerably
more than 12,000,000 workers aye
aow under NRA. codes, apart from
those of about 3,000,000 employets
who are operating under the pros-
Jdent's emergency ve-employment
agreement pending completion ef
codes from their respective indus-
fries.

One of the first complete reports
was from Ashland, Ky., the homo
of Flenry Clay, where 2,076 mon
and women were tdded to  pay
rolls. Typical resulis from wide-
ly scaltered poinis, showing ihe
fidelity of employers to the recov-
ory program, are as follows:

In Evansville, Ind.,, 123 {irms
added 1,472 employees, with Tdu
siore due to be taken in before Oc-
iober 1. Galveston, Texas. incread-
ed its weekly pay rolls $13,500 by
adding 636, Three thousand new
jobs were created and filled im-
mediately as a result of the drive
in Fort Worth, Tex., and the city's
weekly pay roll increased by 3$2,-
900,000 A chain of grocery
stores in Brooklyn increased their
employees 13 per cent and their
pay roll 10 per cent, Eight hun-
dred and twenty-two persons were
re-employed at Corpus Christi,
Tex., In Harrisburg, Pa, 144%&
workers were reemployed with pay
roll increase of $127,284.

The NRA committee in Indian-
apelis reported their check-up re-
vealed 21,000 persons re-gmployed
of which 5,884 went back to work
for eight large companies, with
meresse of $113,391 {u weekly pay
rolis. A Bartlesville (Okla.) oil
conipany added 3,000 men in their
rervice stations in 20 states “with
more to follow scon.” Warren. O..
adced 1,331 employees, with pay-
roll increase of $109,000, Fort
Dodge, Ia., put on 434, with addi-
tion to pay rolls of $398,000 per
vear. 'fhe pay roll of Butler, Fa.,
was increased $259,000 per month.
Minneapolis, Norwich, Cenn., and
many cities and towns in scores of
Statos made similar reports. In-
complete rveports indicate that
many thousands are being put
back to work in Chicago, Cleve-
land, Los -Angeles, Denver and
other large cenlers.

Fourth Nation’s
Frozen Depostts

e —

Frozen bank deposiis provide
tlie greatest obstacle o the success
of the National Recovery Adminis-
tration.

This was the consensus at the
Association in Chicago last week,
when high officials of the United
States Treasury Department urg-
ed the loosening -of these deposits
toward the end that the free flow
of credit might be resumed.

But ihe figures compiled by the
Commiittee of the Nation and also
testitnony in Judge Harry B. Kei-
dan’s Grand Jury investigation dis-
close that these frozen deposits
still represent approximately $2,-
100,000,000 in the United States:
Of this sum $700,000,000 or one-
third, represents frozen deposits in
banks of the Seventh Federal Re-
serve District, in xhich Detroit is
located,

This is a large district, but esti-
mates from reliable sources place
the frozen deposits of Michigan
alone at about $500,000,000.

Detroit Total High

Detroit National banks alone
held deposits of approximately
$535,000,000 when they were clos=
ed by the Comptrollier of the Cur-
rency last February. But 40 per
cent of that sum, or slightly in ex-
cess of $200,000,000, when offsets
are considered, has been released
to depositors.

The policy of lhe Federal Gov-
ernment in regard to Detroit dif-
fers from the policy adopted in
other large cities. This remains
true despite the faet that up to
the time the First National Bank
and the Guardian National Bank of
Commerce were closed, not one
dime had been advanced to these
banks by the Federal Government,
although the Reconsiruction Fi-
nance Corp.,, was organized for
just that purpose.

This policy of the R. ¥. C. was
unique in the nation, and bankers
of Chicago and other larye cities
of this ¥ederal Reserve District
fail to this day to account for the
attitude of the R. F. C.

Despite all that bas been said
by various interested groups and
individuals, the impression obtain-
ed"at the Chicago gathering last
weelk was that Detroit’s problems
vrere more political than financial
at the beginning of the bank holi-
day. '

A poll recently taken of 5,000

leading industrial and mercantile

Atten.d Funerél
of Murdered Cousin
at Hudson, Mich.

Miss Ruth Shrvier left yesterday

ness man, who was murdered by a
bandit on a golf course at Toledo,
O., Tuesday.

Miss Shriver was accompanied
by Mrs. A. B. Muir, who is visiting
at the home of her parents, Mr. and
Mrs. G. S. Russell of Adrian.

The¢ story of the murder of Park-
¢r is described in press reporis as
follows:

The bhullet thdat killed Tarker
entered his left eye and pierced
the top of his head, He died an
hour later in Mercy hospital.

The shot was fired after Park-
er had engaged the bandit in a
scuffle and had caused him to lose
his pistol. The youth succeeded
in scrambling loose from Parker's
grip and recovered the weapon
just as Parker crouched to spring
on him again. He fired at a dis-
tance of less than five feet.

Parker and other members of a
sixsome ‘were grouped around the
tee when they heard the command

Before the bandit had time to fire
or get up, Parker jumped on him
and attempted to hold him to the
ground.

The other five stood with their
hands in the air during the few
second's that the fight lasted.

In the course of the first scuffle
on the ground, the bandit dropped
the gun but Parker’s efforts to
~eh Jim farther out of reach of it
failed.
