Warm Dry Weather Hastens 
Progress in Local Acreages.

Aided by the first weather favor­
able to tomato ripening this sum­
mer, the Campbell Soup acreages 
south and west, of Buchanan have 
been yielding at peak during the 
past week with the prospect of a 
profitable season if warm weather 
continues throughout the month.

The early and middle summer 
were very favorable to the growth 
of the plants and the setting of the 
tomatoes, but the cold and cloudy 
weather of late August delayed the 
ripening and fostered the growth 
of -disease in the fruit, causing a 
good per centage to rot before rip­
ening.

Requirements for soup tomatoes 
are practically the opposite of the 
requirements for a market tomato, 
according to Ralph Sebasty, who 
has.tt fine field of 10 aeres on his 
farm near Bakertown. .A soup to­
mato must he dead ripe on delivery 
and to be grade No. 1 it must be 
a deep red; Fruit in the state of 
greenness required for. selling on 
the market would be rejected by 
the soup company as culls. Size 
and shape are of no importance 
to the soup company. But color 
imperfections are scored heavily.

Grade 1 tomatoes .bring $19.00 
at the Chicago factory at 35th 
street and Western Avenue, and 
Grade 2 brings $11. Culls are not 
accepted. Loads delivered by local 
farmers have usually ranged from 
60 to 75 per cent No. 1, with 91 
per. cent No. 1 as the best record 
to date.' Any load which grades 
over 10 per cent ctills is rejected
entire.

The crop is hauled to the Chi­
cago plant either in the growers 
truck or by commercial haulers at 
$3.25 per ton, hauling as much as 
five ton to the load. . . . .

High Cost of Accidents 
I f  you want to get the low-down 

on the high cost o f accidents, just 
“ask the man who had one!”

Some twenty years ago an am­
bulance delivered an automobile 
accident victim to a certain hospi­
tal.' A t last reports he was still 
there, a helpless cripple with limbs 
{paralyzed and power of speech 
gone. He has never been identi­
fied. Day after day, year after 
year, he sits immovable in his 
wheel chair, a living,- breathing 
work o f distorted human sculpture.

During 1934, 35,500 people lost 
their lives in auto accidents, the 
highest motor vehicle toll in his­
tory. But such cases as the one just 
referred to forcibly remind us that 
accidents sometimes deal out a 
fate worse than death.

In addition to 35,500 deaths, 
more than a million others were in­
jured, including about 100,000 per­
manently.' disabled. The economic 
loss is estimated at one and a half 
billion dollars, including medical, 
hospital charges, property damage, 
loss of wages; earning power, etc.

Isn’t this a pretty high price to 
pay on the altar o f recklessness?

Nearly every accident can be 
charged to lack of understanding, 
in other words loose thinking. One 
driver thought he could pass a 
truck before the oar could reach 
him that was heading toward him 
in the left lane,. He did not under­
stand that there is little difference 
between the appearance o f a oar 
approaching at 20 miles per hour 
and one approaching at 80 miles 
per .hour. The result o f that loose 
thinking is that he will wear a 
Wooden leg for the rest of his life.

Berrien County’s 
. School Census 
Lowest Since 1929

Berrien county’s school census 
this year was 500 below last year, 
and the census for rural and vil­
lage schools was the lowest since 
1920.

Census figures, given out by 
Child Accounting Supervisor 
Claire Wightman at the county 
school commissioner’s office, 
show a total of 23,153 children 
for 1935, compared with .43,560 
for 1934. The census incluaes all 
children between 5 and 20 years 
of age, whether or not they are 
enrolled in School.

The rural census this year was 
12,651, compared with 13,135 Inst 
year.

Hold Seed Wheat 
Til Needs Determined
Adequate reserves of adapted 

varieties of seed wheat will be held 
until more complete information on 
needs for seed are received, the 
Agricultural Adjustment Adminis­
tration announced. This decision 
was made on the basis of a  pre- 
limniary report on crop conditions 
in  the northwest area which has 
been hit b y  heat and rust. The 
report was from the chief cerealist 
o f  the Department of Agriculture's 
Bureau of Plant Industry who just 
returned after spending two weeks 
in  the northwest. The seed conser­
vation committee, a unit of the 
President’s Drought Committee, 
announced that reserves of at least 
1 million bushels of hard spring 
wheat and 350,000 bushels of dur­
um .Wheat will be maintained. 
While it still i3 too early to get a 
complete picture o f  this year’s 
small grains crops, and although 
yields are running light, it is re­
ported  that agronomists in the area 
feel that if  fanners and elevators 
save'the best o f  locally produced 
crops they probably will have 
enough seed to meet their planting 
needs. A  more definite estimate 
o f  the situation m ay be made by 
the ipidle o f  October. The seed 
conservation committee also an­
nounced that reports from the 
northwest show that the area will 
have adequate supplies of seed of 
oats, barley and flax, so that there 
is no need to continue holding seed 
reserves of .those grains. The 
grain now held by the committee 
wawbought last year during the 
drought to prevent its movement 
into processing or feeding channels 
when it was apparent that some 
farmers would have no other 
source o f supply o f seed of adapted 
varieties.

State News
Berrien county's transient home 

in St. Joseph will be closed on or 
about Sept. 20.

The transient bureau quarters in 
St. Joseph arc operated in connec­
tion with the kitchen where both 
hospital and food service have been 
extended to transient welfare 
clients. The dormitory also will he 
closed. At present the bureau is 
caring for about 200 men daily.

Many of those now being cared

for have been given part or full 
time employment on Berrien coun­
ty fruit farms. Those not employ­
ed will be cared for through other 
government agencies.

Other bureaus operated in Mich­
igan are located at Grand Rapids, 
Kalamazoo, Lansing, Mint, Macki­
nac City and Detroit.

Frost Cuts Mich. Potatoes
Reports received at the Lake 

City, Mich., experiment station in­
dicated today that a .killing frost 
Tuesday cut 10,000,000 bushels 
from Michigan’s potato crop.

Vines on thousands of acres were 
killed by the frost, which came a 
month earlier than usual. Damage 
to plantings on low ground was re­
ported from all counties north of 
Grand Rapids and Greenville, with 
losses especially heavy in Mont­
calm, Mecosta, Osceola, Lake and 
Wexford counties. Growers here 
for the second annual potato field 
day, said that 40 per cent of the 
acreage suffered from frost In 
some areas.

The losses, they explained, will 
not he complete, since the potatoes 
already have reached marketable 
size, but the yields will be ‘ reduc­
ed sharply.

Official estimates, as of Sept. 1, 
were on a Michigan potato crop 
of from 9,000,000 to 34,000,000. 
Growers estimate the crop now at 
from 20,000,000 to 24,000,000 bu­
shels.

Smell of Liquor Declared 
Evidence .

U. S. District Judge Fred M. 
Raymond has ruled that liquor 
control agents are qualified to 
“ nose out" federal violators.

The judge refused to dismiss 
charges of violating the internal 
revenue law brought against Chas. 
T. Jakems, of Grand Rapids. Jak- 
ems argued that the search war­
rant which led to the charges

against him resulted from the fact- 
that agents smelled mash cooking. ' 

The court held that “ those famil­
iar with the duties o f an agent" 
found their sense of smell “quite, 
reliable” as the sense of sight in 
detecting violations.
