Payment to be Made in Baby 
Bonds by Registered Mail.
Bonus payments to approxi­

mately 200 local World War vet­
erans are expected at the Buchan­
an post office .within a day or .two 
following June 15, when they are 
mailed, and it is anticipated, that 

’  The payments will represent close 
to $150,000, much of which will 
be -immediately released into var-, 
Sous channels of business

Postmaster Glenn Haslett states 
that the bonds wi'. come by regis­
tered mail and must be delivered 
to and signed for by the addressee 
only. The bonds cannot be for­
warded to Any other post office. 
They will tr  held here thirty days 
and if not called for'then, Will be 
returned to, the office from which 
they were sent.

The payments will be in the 
form o f baby bonds of $50 de­
nomination, with treasury checks 
for balances o f less than $50.

If the recipient .wishes to cash 
his bonus, he must bring it to the 
local postoffice, bringing also some 
one to Identify him- if he is not 
known in the office. The local 
postmaster will then take the 
bonds and forward them to De­
troit,- from  whence a negotiable 
check will be returned. Baby 
bonds cannot be assigned to any­
one.

A property change of unusual, 
interest to Buchanan occurred last 
week with the purchase of the 
Chamberlain Hills and the Cham­
berlain farm of which they are a 
part by Mr. and Mrs. Prank Chubb 
from Miss Eva Chamberlain.

Since Buchanan was begun the 
Chamberlain Hills have been a 
crown of beauty for one o f; the 
most beautiful cities of Michigan, 
and on a number Of occasions the 
idea has been advanced that the 
wooded tract of about 20 acres 
should be acquired by the city as a 
park.

Propositions to that effect were 
submitted to the city by Benjamin 
Chamberlain before his death and 
by the seller, Miss Eva Chamber- 
lain, but no agreement was ever 
reached on the conditions. Eater 
the. city considered the purchase 
of the tract.

Mr. and Mrs. Chubb plan to 
make their home on the farm, 
which is now vacant, as soon as 
they can decorate and repair the 
old homestead. Mr. Chubb will 
continue his work at the Clark 
Equipment company. They will 
lease their home in town in two 
furnished apartments.

It is a matter of satisfaction lo­
cally that, since the city could not 
acquire the woods, they will be in 
the bands of local people who will 
conserve their natural beauty, an 
asset of no small importance to the 
town. .

Although a  number of the larg­
er: trees have .been cut the tract 
has never been cleared and rep­
resents one of The. few areas of 
virgin timber in southwest Michi­
gan.

The.hills and the farm which in­
cludes. them had been in the pos­
session of the Chamberlain fam­
ily or relatives for  almost a cen­
tury, The family ohee. owned most 
of. the land how comprising the 
Walter Dale, Gilman Annis,' H. G. 
Webster -and Chamberlain farms. 
The first to come from New York 
was Price Hooker, a grandfather 
of Miss, Chamberlain. Hi 1848 her: 
father, Simon Chamberlain, came 
and located where the farm house 
now is.

■According to the late Sam Bunk­
er, the hills played an important 
part in July 4th celebrations in the 
fifties and sixties, it being the 
custom to erect a liberty pole and 
fire a small cannon from the sum­
mit.

WANTED—-AN ALUMNI BAND
. Interest in the revival of summer band concerts here has 

been widely expressed in the past weeks with some approval from 
the city government, the immediate obstacle being the condition 
o f the city streets, especially -in the downtown district where the 
concerts are held.

The project this year is being revived in the form o f concerts 
by an “alumni” band, composed of the veteran players of the 
d a r k  band as a nucleous with additions from graduates from the 
high school.' It is the wish of R. R. Robinson, band director of 
high school, that the high school players have an organization to 
graduate into, In order that there may be more Incentive for 
them to learn to -play. In the'absence of adult civic -bands there 
is no place for the boy to play when he has learned. Since there 
is little reason for learning band instruments for merely individ­
ual pleasure, this deprives the student of incentive and the* high 
school course o f much of Its value.

Plans thus far discussed have malhly advocated that the 
band contain a nucleous of older players wbo shall be paid a 
reasonable amount to recompense them for their trouble, but 
that the players fresh from high school play for a time for the 
instruction and experience that they would otherwise have to pay 
tuition to get.

Your official historian, meaning 
the writer, had hoped it would he 
possible to relate certain matters 
pertaining to the Crick country 
without mentioning the rather 
drab incident regarding the house 
boat on which certain Buchanan 
residents of the gay 90's made a 
trip down the old St. Joseph river.

The writer recalls the time the 
old wooden bridge across the river 
fell into the brine (stream) just 
as the threshing machine owned by 
Lon Bunker, was half way over. 
The two horses attached to the 
machine were drowned at the time.

With the bridge gone it then be­
came necessary to ferry back and 
forth across the river. A  large 
raft 10x22, and not 8x20 as stated 
in die Record article, was built. 
Free transportation was provided 
the villagers.

On a moonlit night the young 
people would gather at the river 
and spend the evening riding back 

1 and forth on the ferry. Quite often 
the young men would strum the 
light guitar on such trips.

It, of course, became necessary 
to build a new bridge, Harry Binns 
who was either village or township 
clerk at the time, advertised for 
bids.

Mr. William VanMelter who had 
conducted a pan candy establish­
ment on Front street, was ap­
pointed commander and chairman 
of the hoard of directors. A t 
that time young Mr. VanMeter 
wore a waxed mustachio with curl­
ed up ends, also sideburns and a 
thatch o f  curly hair together with 
a  tall while linen collar.

Young Mr. Van. Meter had a 
very engaging personality. When 
the craft then on its way to Lake 
Michigan would drop anchor along 
the way he would rap a t  the front 
door of the residences that dotted 
the shore and engage the house­
wife in conversation while other 
members o f the orew, all unbe­
known to the young navigator, 
would steal around to the rear o f  
the place and proceed to help 
(themselves to everything that was 
not nailed down, including hens, 
melons and eggs.

Little wonder then that soon af­
ter the house boat .put to sea that 
certain gentlemen, not unlike Paul 
Revere, were: riding up and down 
the river valley informing .the res­
idents that the plunderbunds were 
approaching. •

It may he said to the credit of 
Mr. VanMeter that he entered into 
the duties of his job as command­
er honestly, and fearlessly and 
'that he had no Idea that the voy­
age was anything but a vacation 
trip. He . most certainly was not 
aware there was* contraband 
aboard until the officers arrived 
on the scene eight miles below 
Berrien Springs and searched the 
craft and confiscated the chickens, 
eggs, melons, cows and vegetables 
that were brought to light.

The cruise of the "tr. S. A. Vil­
lage' of Buchanan" was a dark1 
Chapter in the history of the Crick ' 
people and had it not been that | 
some thoughtless correspondent 
brought up the subject this article 
would never have seen the light of 
day.

People (should always carefully 
consider consequences before 
rushing into print with pieces for 
the paper. River dwellers, even at 
this late date,, could still bring 
suit against Mr. VanMeter and 
collect, although, as stated, he was 
perfectly innocent of any wrong 
doing and merely, the victim of 
scheming, unprincipled villagers, 
who . placed their , own well being 
above the honesty and, integrity of 
a young man gaining a foothold 
in the pan candy business,

The Messrs. Van Meter,. the 
writer would have it understood, 
were merely pawns of Fate and 
they most certainly should not be 
held accountable for what hap­
pened back there in the 90’s 
when they were young and unso­
phisticated,
Another historical incident which 

perhaps would be just as well not 
to mention on account of its drab­
ness, was when a glib agent from 
Indianapblis sold what was known 
as “graveyard insurance” to a 
number taf Crick dwellers.

This was an entirely different 
policy than the present day kind 
inasmuch as one in taking out 
such insurance at $1.00 .per week 
could choose any one along the 
Crick as the one whose death 
would result, in the money being 
paid to the policy holder.

Quite‘ naturally those who took 
out policies selected one o f the 
oldest women in the village anfi 
one whose 'health was not com 
ered any too good. The dolls# per 
week really looked like a,-Safe and 
sane investment amLJft; no doubt, 
would have bad not the
party in question started to perk 
up and ghfj^back on her feet.

Policjjrtholders encountering her 
alonmr y le' street would inquire 
ohofut her health and were much 
.Omagrinned to  iearn that she was 
''fferUng better than she had in 
yeafc, One of the gentlemen, 
thus concerned, who ran a  gro­
cery refused to extend further 
credit thinking that by that 
means he might hasten the exit.

This went on for several months 
With the premiums being' mailed in 
promptly each week until finally 
the news was received that the 
good woman had suffered a  re­
lapse and passed on. Of course 
there was no open rejoicing on the 
part of policy holders. Particularly 
after it was learned that the In­
dianapolis company had gone out 
of business the previous week and 
no funds were available.

This is a true story and many 
old timers, upon request, no doubt, 
will be glad to  vouch for  the ac­
curacy thereof.
