Fred Koenigshof Breaks Potato
Record With Average 415 Per Acre

Clark Announces
Larger Dividend

Dayton Farmer lias Two 
Crops Spuds and Boys, 
Both Run Ten to the Hill
What is believed to be a record!, 

for potato production in south­
western Michigan was registered 
on. the Fred Koenigshof farm near 
Dayton in a field of 18.2 measured 
acres which went 415 bushels to 
the acre, a total yield of 7,550 bu­
shels.

For the past two weeks an army 
of diggers, from 12 to 17, worked, 
daily, rolling out the golden brown 
tubers, first by hand fork and then 
as the weather permitted with a 
digger. The potatoes are late 
Petoskeys, and the, field run is 
excellent, almost entirely No. 1 
potatoes. The great potato storage 
cellar, accommodating 6,500 bu­
shels, was filled to capacity and 
another smaller storage cellar was 
filed.

Koenigshof states that this is 
the best per acre yield he has ever 
had. Since he is recognized as, the 
most skillful potato raiser in south 
Berrien county, it is likely that the 
yield has not been surpassed on a 
field as large. Koenigshof’s pre­
vious'high mafic was 350 bushels 
to the acre.

The, potatoes Will be largely 
trucked .to Chicago, Indianapolis 
and other nearby midwest cities 
where the market seems best. If 
the crop is sold at the present 
price o f $1 per bushel, it will mean 
a yield in dollars per acre equiva­
lent to the yield in bushels or $400 
per acre. There is a field which 
has deserved a  long rest.

In fact, though, it had just had 
a long rest, which is one reason 
why did so well. For the two years 
previous the field was pastured, 
the first year in clover, tile next 
in timothy. The year before that it 
was in barley, and the year before 

; that, four years ago', *n potatoes. 
That is typical of the rotation on 
the Koenigshof farm. The field 
Was plowed early last spring. 
Normally the field would have 
been cultivated several times be­
fore planting but because of the 
drouth it was cultivated only once 
and Weeded twie’e. An application 
of- 250 pounds per acre of 4-20-4-12 
fertilizer was made.

The excellent methods were re­
inforced by favorable growing con­
ditions, the late rains coming just 
at the right time to spur the 
growth of the tubers to the limit.

But just in case Fred Koenig­
shof gets too chesty, it might bo 
noted that most of the work was 
done by  his three sons, farming 
with him, Carl, Harold, and Rich­
ard. The fact is that Koenigshof 
has two crop specialties, potatoes 
and boys and' his results in the 
second specialty are even better 
tlian in the first. He seems to have 
solved both how to raise potatoes 
and how to keep boys on the farm. 
Another son, Robert, is.the local 
management o f  Buchanan Co-Op i 
Inc.

Mrs. Wallace in­
curred a fractured skull, a pelvic 
fracture, broken ribs, and inter­
nal injuries which resulted in her 
death at Pawating hospital four 
hours later.

The other occupants of the car, 
Raymond Gregory of Buchanan, 
and Miss Kathleen Hills o f  Do­
wagiac, escaped with minor cuts 
and bruises.
Doyle Killed at Death Grossing
Edgar Doyle, 53, janitor of the 

Galien schools, was apparently 
hurrying to build the morning 
fires in the school building at 4 
a, m. Tuesday when he found tlie 
crossing on the main ' Galien 
street blacked by a Slow east- 
bound freight. He turned a 
block west to get around the end 
of it, and his Plymouth car vvai 
hit by the engine o f a fast west­
bound freight, which demolished 
the car and killed him instantly.

Michigan is witnessing in Alle­
gan county the exemplification of 
one of the newest ideas in land 
utilization. As i f  transplanted 
from the oak and jackpine plains 
of north central Michigan, an ex­
panse of idle, semi-wild and wild 
forest land is "going hack" to a 
wild condition with the delibera­
tive help of conservation-land 

-•specialists after years o f unsuc­
cessful use for agriculture.

Conservation department work­
ers here, who have been collabor­
ating in the game management as­
pects, are watching the project 
with increasing interest.

Approximately 44,000 acres of 
sub-marginal agricultural land— 
land not generally suited to suc­
cessful farming—have been ac­
quired by the federal resettlement 
administration. The farmers from 
whom the land was purchased 
have been moved elsewhere and 
the tract is being developed for 
use as a public recreational area— 

t f * '  ’ the use for which it is believed 
best suited.

The production and maintenance 
o f wildlife, not only to be utilized 
as game but for visitors to see, is 
receiving close attention. Under 
the direction of F . J. Hodge, wild­
life technician, about 200 men are 
employed in various types of wild­
life development work. Through 
Dr. Glenn W.‘ Bradt, farm-game 
specialist and others the depart­
ment of conservation is co-operat­
ing in various aspects of the de­
velopment work.

A  system o f dikes has been con­
structed to control water levels on 
some 2,500 acres of marsh land, 
once a breeding and resting place 
for ducks and geese, but- later 
ruined for this purpose by arti­
ficial drainage. Although the dikes 
have been completed but a short 
time, large flocks of ducks and

geese have already made use of 
the newly flooded ponds.

Extensive plantings of aquatic 
vegetation suitable for duck foods 
have been made and another year 
should~find a good population of 
ducks breeding in the flooded area, 

.Upland game also i3 receiving 
attention, Dr. Bradt says. During 
the spring and early summer of 
the current year, approximately 
130 food patches totalling 105 
acres were planted. The largest 
food patch comprised about five- 
acres and the smallest' about a 
half-acre. Food patches were 
planted in small groups adjacent 
to good cover, the whole unit be­
ing considered as one large food 
patch. Some of the patches were 
planted to a single crop, such as 
corn; others sowed to a mixture 
of plants.

During the current fall, 115 
acres have been planted to rye and 
vetch. None of these food patches 
has been less than three acres, nor 
more than 10 acres in extent.

Census work is being parried on 
over many parts of the area to 
find out present game populations 
and in order to determine the ef­
fects of the development work on 
these populations.

A  herd of deer, estimated to 
number between 350 and 500, 
roams the Allegan project area. 
Since this portion of the state is 
not open to deer hunting the ex­
pected increase in this herd may 
prove a vexing- problem to authori­
ties interested in and in charge oj? 
the project in the near future, 
Bradt says. The herd is the lawfest 
in the southern half o f the/lower 
peninsula and both the deer and 
the area itself, located in a region 
under intensive farm and fruit 
growing, have become natural 
curiosities.

Progress is being made on the 
construction of a large fish-rear­
ing- pond and on stream improve­
ment work. Contrary to customary 
procedure during the development 
of wildlife projects, neither hunt-

ing nor fishing is prohibited during 
the legal open seasons on the Alle­
gan project, except in certain, des­
ignated refuge areas. Viewed ob­
jectively the resettlement program 
in Allegan County is a laboratory 
for various experimental conserva­
tion land projects. It is attracting 
wide attention.

As a part of the government’s 
reforestration program Will Whit­
taker set out three acres to trees 
on Sept. 17 and 18, planting 1,000 
red pine and 3,000 Norway spruce.

Whittaker receives $5 per acre 
bonus from the federal govern­
ment for setting the trees, which 
about pays for the trees. He secur­
ed the trees from Michigan State 
College, paying $3 per thousand 
for the spruce and $4 per thous­
and for the red pine. The trees 
were seedlings, advertised to be 
from 2 to 4 inches high, but many 
were actually '8 to 10 inches high. 
Whittaker plowed a furrow to 
plant the trees, setting them about 
5 feet apart each way. They were 
planted on steep, hilly land ; that 
had shown a tendency: to wash 
■when cropped. The spruce whl be 
sold for Christmas trees in six to 
8 years. In excess of 90 pet cent 
survived the transplanting,'and the 
returns, from: the crop should be 
more satisfactory than from the 
usual crop if they continue to 
thrive. ' ■ . ’ ,

Sale of motor vehicle license 
plates for 1931 is proceeding at 
the. rate of slightly more than 
1,000' pairs a day,. Department of 
State figures show. -

These figures include piates for 
all classes of motor vehicles, in­
cluding passenger cars, dealers’ 
cars, commercial vehicles and mo­
torcycles.

Plates for  1987 went on sale 
Oct. 21, so ordered by Orville E. 
Atwood Secretary, as an aid to car 
manufacturers who bring new 
models out in the fall now, rather 
than during mid-Winter. Plates for 
which revenue was actually check­
ed into the Department of State 
for the first 19 days o f sale, in­
cluding Nov. 12, showed that 21,-
