Sometime ago I was asked to 

write an editorial for the Micro­
phone. Not having a  definite sub­
ject which I wished to discuss at 
that time, X did not respond to the 
request.

ni” g of this discussion that we are 
in' sympathy with the challenge 

/«J\ /'.he above-mentioned editorial, 
hut we do not feel that those 
si.g'i ments should remain without 
your understanding of our inter­
pretation of them. ,
. Let us consider the personnel of 
our student body, for upon this 
fact largely depends what is to be 
considered of most value in the 
English course. Most of qur stud­
ents enter some trade, secretarial 
work, or following upon leaving- 
high school. A minority enters our.
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schools of higher learning. Success 
in secretarial work depends to a 
large extent upon a person’s abili­
ty to use the English language. At 
least half of our English work is 
done in the fields of technical 
grammar and composition. A  
simple text book to use in this 
training seems very desirable; 
however the English language is 
not a simple subject, and until the 
time arrives when our language is 
simplified, the’ average high school 
student will always find his text 
book more complicated than he 
desires. This argument in regard 
to secretarial work holds true in 
many other lines of activity; oth­
erwise why should some of our 
large commercial firms be requir­
ing that their employees undergo 
a compact course in English?

The other phase of the English 
Course, literature, opens up an en­
tirely different argument. This in­
volves the question as to what is 
practical. If we accept Webster’s 
opinion of the word to mean use­
ful, ’then we must prove that for 
literature to be practical, it must! 
be put to some use. Two weeks 
ago a group of representatives 
from the various organizations of 
Buchanan met to form a library 
association. Apparently Buchanan 
is Of the opinion that people enjoy 
and profit by :goocl reading. The 
study of literature is nothing more 
than this - the appreciation of the 
finest literature. O f, Course we 
could Omit the Word finest in the 
previous statement, but how would 
we lie sure then that we should 
not omit Bach and Beethoven 
from musio and Raphael and Ti­
tian from art? Training In- litera­
ture’ is 'a  phase o f the training for 
leisure. What man does during his 
free. moWnts is just as important 
as what he does during his work­
ing/hours. Is not this then prac­
tical application of the English 
course? Reading is the means 
through which we develop vocabu­
lary. All students , are. exposed; 
some show only vague signs of the 
■treatment;,; while others' really 
perfect a cure.' .

'The fulitre of the English Course 
is not in the hands of any one 
unit. If it wore, the problem would 
be simple; for it would facilitate 
matters greatly to teach . only 
what the students want, con­
sequently, what they consider 
practical. The Engiish course 
'must be governed by good judg­
ment in adaptation to future 
needs as well as present.
