The following letter, written by
a former resident .of Buchanan to

a relative here, is reproduced as 3
vivid first-hand account . of condx- -

t‘ons in the Orient:
August 17, 1938.

Dear Harnet —
This has been a very dlft‘erent
half year,from the last, then we

were in the center of fighting, now-
we. are on a island shut off from |

the rest of China. Even here in the
foreign settlements. the Japanese
encroach as far as they dare and

"only draw back when checked by !

from further quartering of soldiers.

The Chinese in these cities who
could -not get away, or who Mave
gone back are pathetically glad to
see these people. There is not a
great deal that can be  done—
clinics- opened (pur hospitals dre
two. of them still'in the hands of
the Japanese, One of them beihg
used as & fortress), refugee work,
some  church work (the Japanese
preachers who - have come ~to
preach to the Chinese attend the

services), some clubs and classes:

We have decided that for the pres-
ent we will not reopen our schools
in’ the interior. There are many
reasons  for this—it is against
Chinese policy, must be done ab-
solutely on Japanese terms, helps
reestablish the status guo, which

‘is the last thing the Chinese want.

So for the present at least we will
depend on the irregular classes to
do what little educational work is
done.

Behind the lines we find a differ-
ent condition. There is a sgpirit of
unity which has never existed be-
fore. Everyone is working for the
winning of the war,

to the west and south., West from
this part of the country, educa-
tors, business people,
government circles as well as
those who have been pushed along
ahead of the army.

CHAPTER 54

I'm not sure of the directions,
but I think it was a bit down the
street north from my small lodg-
ing house at Hyde Park corner
that they were building fortifica-
tions and planting aireraft guns
this past week.

There was very little war talk
and no signs- of war in London
while I was there, any more than
you would see and hear in Chi-
cago, The -only echo of European
troubles were the wordy battles
between  the vendors of - Com-
munist and Facsist newspapers op-
posite Victoria station. Each eve-
ning they held forih a few rods
apart. The Fascists sold a sheet
called “The Black Shirt,” and I
forget the name of ihe Communist
publication. X bought copies of
both for a chance to talk with the
salesmen. Both were men—there
geem to be no newsboys in Europe,
Selling papers is an adult occupa-
tion over there. In the Scandina-
vian countries papers- werz sold
mostly by women, -

"The Faseists I talked with 'in
London were most snappy young
men, cocky, self-assured, and (but
that was likely my prejudices) al-
most offensive in theinr- attitudes.
The Communists were a milder lot,
more of the workingman type, of
the poorer classes from the East
End. The first day (Satwlay) I
learned. -that there was to 7¢ a
parade of Fascists across Londen
into the Bast End, stronghold of
Communists.

“We're going to have a little fun
with them,” said the young-man
selling “The Black Shirt.” “I don't
expect much roughing but we'll
stir ’em. up a little. They're strong
over in the East End.”

I planned to. take the -tr_lp
with them, but the Sunday morn-
ing mewspapers carried -banner
heads, “Police Ban Parades.”
There was no reference. to this
specific parade, but it was evident
that it was designed to stop: it.
That night.I talked with a Com-
munist salesman, a . .short, shabby
dressed specimen of English - so-
cial: maladjusiments. He was
angry about the police ban,

" “They say they are aomg-it to
stop the Fascists,” he said, “But
they kmow they're hitting us the
most. We don't pull any rough

in blue' stuff, our demonstrations are al-

ways peaceable like. I's the

Fagcists that get smart.”

Anyway that was one parade I
did not march with. It may have
beén as well, for when the police
ban was lifted a few weeks later
the Fascists marched across Lon-
don and attempted to demonstrate
in the East BEnd, but the radicals
there- broke up the demonstration
and laid out a number of Fascists
by bouncing large rocks off them,
including their leader, Sir Oswald
Moseley.

I had an another lucky break in
getting to London when I did, for
it-‘'was Bank Holiday, the only
occasion in the year I was told
when the English populace had two
days holiday at a stretch. For the
English- people in the London dis- }-
trict were working in the summer
of 1937, with no sign of unemploy-

'ment. While I was chinuing the

Fascist -and Communist newspaper
vendors,  Victoria station' was
thronged with dense crowds en-
route out of London for the week-
end. Everyone that could afford it
was bound to Bath or Brighton or
other resorts on the seashore. I
wandered through the stations and
watched them--young men . and
women clerks. predominated, I
thought mostly of the middle or
lower middle class, Probably it
meant a little fling of romance in

the English “toffs,” the snobs, in
sight. I suppose they weni' by
“motor’ or by plane, Also nons
of the half-starved looking Bast
Enders, whom I joined the follow-
ing day at Hampstead Heath and
on Parliament Hill.

The English were a much more
approachable and likeable lot than
T had been told, although a little
on the: bnstly, independent brder,
edpeclally the'women. Such:ds. the
woman who flopped into my seéat
when I left it for s moment at
Victoria station, “You've taken
that man’s, seat,”” admonished a
companion,

She had a discontented look on her
face,  whether crossed in economics
or romance I never knew.
